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Post-fire recommendations and opportunities

1. Recovery is long-term and likely on-going, therefore sustainable
Investments needed

*  Phases of Emergency Management Cycle: Pre-fire Mitigation, Response, Recovery
2. Defining clear roles and responsibilities for post-fire recovery
engagement at the State level
*  Build upon Post Fire Playbook
*  Use the Shared Stewardship agreement as a model for post-fire recovery
